Benchmark Tests

This past Wednesday, ISH invited parents to another coffee morning. The topic of the day
was benchmark testing. Mrs. Courtois, the Curriculum Coordinator, presented an overview of
the philosophy of benchmark tests. She explained how benchmark tests should i and should
not -- be used by parents and schools.

Mrs. Courtois reviewed the results of the benchmark tests in the Middle School. Those
benchmark test results showed that overall, ISH Middle School students perform at grade
level or significantly above grade level. These results suggest that the Middle School
curriculum at ISH is a rigorous one and is effectively delivered. They further suggest that
academic standards in the Middle School are high. The school will use these results to
address individual strengths and weaknesses of students and to implement necessary
measures to improve teaching and learning.
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Elementary School students will be taking similar benchmark tests in May.

In February, Grades 6 to 8 completed | nt er nat i onal SchooberghmarkA s s e s s 1
tests in mathematical literacy, reading and writing. ISA, the leading organization in

international testing, is based on the internationally endorsed reading and mathematical
l'iteracy framewor ks of t he OProgr amme for I nt
developed by the Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD).

The ISA reports provide descriptive information about what students know, what students can
do and at what level they can perform, rather than testing what students do not know. The
results are equated from year to year so they can be used to track changes over time at
individual and school level. All Middle School students will receive their individual reports
next week. This will help teachers to further individualise the programmes to cater for the
individual needs of students. It will also provide aviewofa st udent 6s pr.ogress o

Parents, please remember that ISA is not a competitive or comparative test. It is not a test
that students pass. When parents receive theirc h i | d 0,gheyrwdl patice that the scale is
marked in intervals of 100. The average proficiency of 15-year-old students in OECD
countries was set at 500. As the tables below demonstrate, ISH students performed above
average in these benchmark tests.

More important than averages are of course the results of each individual student. They will
be scrutinized to work on the individual in areas of strength and weaknesses in line with the
school 6s differ.entiated curriculum

ISH will continue the data generated by both the Elementary and Middle School benchmark

tests and will keep the community informed about findings and ways forward. The
benchmark tests reflect | SH6s commit ment to ens
program.
